King Tut: Know the Facts!
	                    Tutankhamun, known as King Tut, was born in 1343 BC, in Amarna, Egypt. His father was Akhenaten, known as the Heretic King, and his mother was Nefertiti. He married his half-sister, Ankesenpaaten, and produced two stillborn daughters. The cause of King Tut’s death, who was only nine years old when he became Pharaoh and reigned for 9 years, still remains a mystery. He was buried in a tomb in the Valley of Kings 70 days after his death, according to the death rituals of the Ancient Egyptians. In November of 1922, the English Egyptologist, Howard Carter, discovered the steps leading to Tutankhamun’s tomb. Approximately 3500 articles were found in the tomb, including the famous gold mask, which rested directly on top of King Tut’s mummy. Although King Tut was a minor king, the discovery of his tomb made him one of the most famous pharaohs of all.
