	Task 1: 

King Who?


	Introduction to the celebrity Boy King:

· Most secondary students are familiar with various celebrity entertainment sources, such as People magazine, TMZ and Perez Hilton. To hook their attention, have them look at the 3 tabloid covers featuring King Tut. Ask them to discuss the answers to the questions in their small groups.

Note: This pre-introductory task is simply to elicit students’ previous knowledge of King Tut and to create awareness of his celebrity status. If desired, it may be expanding as a formative assessment of Competency 1: Interacts orally in English.
· Introduce students to the task, which they will perform individually. 


· Students will imagine themselves as a celebrity entertainment news reporter for a competitive tabloid. The publishers have asked for a written 250-word (maximum) paragraph summarizing the most important and interesting facts of King Tut’s life.

Sentence combining through the use of conjunctions, punctuation markers, etc. Teacher and/or peer assistance, if necessary.

	Procedure



	· If students do not have access to a printer in the computer lab, print and distribute copies of the student handout: “Know the Facts!”
· Students will complete this handout individually.
· Circulate to provide students with assistance as necessary.
· Students must submit their written work on the handout.
· Record students’ results as observable evidence.
· Stamp students’ passports showing they have successfully completed Task 1.
· Students move on to Task 2.

Note: The designated target combiners are expected to have previously practiced this type of sentence combining exercise. However, if students are experiencing difficulty combining sentences, they may need to practice with a limited number of alternatives first. Also, a particular way of combining certain sentences can be specified or suggested to facilitate the task.
