	Teacher’s Guide, Task 2: 
CSI Cairo,

The Murder Mystery

	Students will imagine themselves crime scene investigators in Cairo, Egypt. They will travel to five investigation sites to probe the mystery of King Tut’s death to come to their own conclusions about whether he was murdered, whether his death was accidental, or whether he died of natural causes. To complete this task, they will critically weigh evidence provided in an online article, an interactive website, and a video. After their investigation is complete, they will report on their theory of King Tut’s death.

Note: At the end of the Task, students will find some work for early finishers. Instruct them to visit the websites listed when they complete their work ahead of other teammates.

Introduction:

· Most students are familiar with the CSI television series. To hook their attention, play part of The Who’s Who are you?, the theme song for the series. 

· Ask students, “What is a crime scene investigator? What does he/she do?” Link this question to knowledge they may already have from watching the popular television series.

· Introduce students to the task, which they will perform in teams. Tell students that King Tut’s death at a very young age has caused a lot of people to speculate that he might have been murdered – but was he? Their mission: to weigh the evidence and develop a theory of King Tut’s death.

· Explain the evaluation criteria for the task. Remind students to use resources (their peers, their teacher, the glossary, a dictionary) and strategies that they have previously learned (directing attention, paying selective attention, scanning, asking for help or clarification).

Students will read an authentic, information-based written text and will answer questions about the evidence it provides that Tut might have been murdered. Later in the task, they will use this information to inform their theory of King Tut’s death. They will also learn about the main suspects in Tut’s alleged murder, who they will consider further at Investigation Site 2. Here they will also find important dates in the history of forensic investigation of King Tut’s mummy, information that they will need to complete Investigation Site 4, a timeline.
Before reading the text, students will use resources (their peers, their teacher) to ensure that they understand the questions. While reading, they will use resources (their peers, their teacher, the glossary, a dictionary) and strategies (directing attention, paying selective attention, scanning, asking for help or for clarification) to enrich their understanding. They will demonstrate their understanding in their answers to guiding questions on a student worksheet.

· In teams, students will engage in oral interaction to compare their answers and complete one of three Venn diagrams”.

Based on what they’ve read, seen and heard throughout the task, students must put forth their own theory about his death. They must select, organize, and adapt what they have learned from a series of texts in a way that makes clear links between the texts and the reinvestment task.
Based on what they’ve learned about the history of forensic examination of Tut’s mummy, students ponder any outstanding questions about his death and imagine technology of the future that might answer these questions.
