            Details:

 Presentation: A MSWord document or html (Web page) format is provided that can be copied and pasted into other software or online word processors.
 Activate prior knowledge and related experiences. Talk about resourcing as a strategy and the possibilities they know of on the Internet. Have them complete the three practice sites and go over their answers with attention to completing the individual components. Then have students compare the sites in preparation for the TEAM collaboration.
 Evaluation - traces and criteria: Students hand in their personal catalogue and one copy of the team collaboration.  Placing the product on a Web page or in a blog is a suggestion providing an opportunity to add an incentive through publication.
An alternative to the evaluation rubric is also available – ALTERNATE RUBRIC
 Forming groups: left to the teacher
