            Details:

 Presentation: This SPEAQ-quest weaves together a variety of resources to provide the student with a thought-provoking experience leading to defining  a broader world view
. Activate prior knowledge and related experiences. This SPEAQ-quest calls upon common knowledge and a high interest topic to lead the students to investigate and “debate” the extent of the evolution of science through their experiences and imagination while discovering insight into the complexity of the human state.
 Evaluation - traces and criteria: The teacher may direct attention throughout the activities to the interaction stimulated by the various discussions and to the reinvestment competency as well as features of the writing competency through evidence/traces of the process as well as through the product.
 Forming groups: Cooperative groups are formed to promote discussion and exchange but the individual writing product precludes cooperation throughout. Collaboration is encouraged.
